Rules for Combining Criteria
The Perox VCEP will adopt the Bayesian points scale for all criteria combinations. See PMID: 29300386 (use Supplementary Excel table for rule combinations) and PMID: 32720330 (use Table 2 for points scale). The VCI currently uses the 2015 ACMG/AMP criteria combinations for pathogenicity classifications. In curations where the VCI classification is different from the Bayesian interpretation, curators will have to manually modify the classification.
